B. ENTRANCE PROCEDURE: 

1. All visitors should enter the Frazier Main Entrance Door. 

2. The Gym Door entrance is for STAFF ONLY! 

3. Students are to report to school by 8:05 a.m., entering through the 

Main Entrance Door.     Students reporting prior to 8:05 a.m. report 

to the Gym for Breakfast.  Students will be supervised by Support 

Staff Personnel. 

C. EXIT PROCEDURE: 

1. Parents are to wait outside at the assigned dismissal door, at 

dismissal time. 

2. Parents are to report to the Main Office for a Release Slip in order 

to remove students before their official dismissal time.

be filed with the Attendance Department. C.   VERY LATE ARRIVALS. 

       Parents will be called before a Tardy Pass is given if the student arrives after 

9:00 a.m. without a note from the parent. 

III. EMERGENCIES 

A. ILLNESS: 

All parents must have an emergency phone number on file and up to date in 

case of emergencies.  Emergency Contact Forms will be distributed for this 

purpose.   

B. WEATHER:

The Frazier Main Entrance will be 

the only entrance used after 9:00 a.m.  All visitors are required to report directly to 

the office.
